Greetings One and All,

|, Wolfgang Germanicus would like to announce the Holmganga Fire Tourney to
be held on the Friday evening at this years Pencampwr.

Hroogeirsfjords Holmganga (Challenge Tourney) - The Holmgangustadr is
marked out by a Cloak (rope boundry) of approximately 8ft in diameter in the

centre of the list field.
A fighter will challenge another

The challenge shall be answered

Only one pair of challenged combatants may enter the Holmgangustadr at any
one time.

Weapons that can be used in this tourney are Swords,Axes & Short Spears.
Each fighter will be allowed 3 shields as per below.

Combatants will alternate throwing blows and shall bear there own shields for
“Self’s hand is best” (Where a shield is struck 3 times it is considered de-
stroyed, the combatant may continue to use the same physical shield but when

the “third” shield is lost they loose the use of the shield)

The dual shall be fought to first blood (First Good Blow Struck) and he who’s
blood falls on the cloak has lost.

If a combatant steps outside of the cloak (Circle), he has lost.
If a combatant becomes disarmed he has lost.

Format may change on the evening

Armour inspections will be from 730pm Friday with the first challenge set
starting by 8pm.

On the Saturday afternoon of Pencampwr a WAR will be held on the great oval
at the Pencampwr Testing Grounds.

Each combatant will place something of value between $10 & $20 into the
WAR Chest, to claim a prize from the chest the side with the most victories of
the day will be able to choose first.

Once the victorious side has gone through and claimed their reward the loosing
side will be able to each claim a prize for themselves.

To determine the order in which an individual will choose a prize will be up to
the each factions Generals in consultation with the marshals. (Similar to the auc-
tion format seen at Baroness’s Fighter Auction).

Following the War on the Great Oval will be the Warlords Tourney on an epic
scale. For those of you who have never been in one, an explanation in full will

Thinking About Joining the Worshipful Company of Broiderers.......

A Message from Acacia who will be available over Pencampwr to discuss the guild and its structure and assist with
gradings. Please see the timetable for session times.

The Worshipful Company of Broderers is a craft guild that exists within the Kingdom of Lochac in the Society for
Creative Anachronism. The aim of the Company is to advance the study and practice of pre-1600AD European nee-

dlework in Lochac

The Worshipful Company of Broderers of Lochac bases its structure and activities on those of the European embroi-
derers' guilds of the Middle Ages and Renaissance, where this is practical and desirable. "Broderers", "Broiderers"
"Brouderers" are all variations on the term "Embroiderers", derived from the French word broder meaning 'to embel-

lish'. All versions were in use during this period.

Competitions - four competitions are held annually, at each Crown and Investiture, explore new techniques, increase
our knowledge and skill and support the Kingdom of Locahc;

o Company projects - for the benefit of the Company or the Kingdom
o Royal Presentations - a gift for each Crown of Lochac
o Competitions - four competitons are held annually, at each Crown and Investiture

Member work - members work on a variety of personal projects

o Guild events - workshops and classes

The Company is structured with three ranks, to which any member of the Company may aspire: Apprentice
(apprendre - "to learn"); Journeyman (journe - "day" - originally men hired to work by the day) and Master.

o Masters have presented 5 works in different techniques at master level, or been recognised by the Order of
the Laurel for embroidery.

o Journeyman have presented 3 works in different techniques at journeyman level

o Apprentices have presented a single work at apprentice level.

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Greetings unto the populace of the Shire of Abertridwr and the Western Shores of Lochac,
do | Lord Imar, Pencampwr Gan Abertridwr announce the format to decide the next Champion

of the Shire of Abertridwr,

The format will be as follows:

Double elimination or Round Robin tournament (numbers permitting) .

You may only use a weapon once in a row (eg if you use sword and board in the first round, you

can't use again until you have fought with a different combo).

Each round to have 3 passes, best out of three wins the round.

The two last two fighters standing move to the finals. Finals will be three passes each of following
combos;

Duel daggers

Duel swords

6 foot spear

Great sword

Single sword

Pencampwr shield and sword.

The fighter with the most rounds is the winner. If the fighters go to a draw, sudden death with

their preferred weapon.

Please note the format may change closer to event

Tourney—Malazgird

Greetings all,

Below is the scenario for the combat archery tourney to be held on the Monday morning at

Pencampwr.

If we do not have enough people to run the scenario below than we can go to an open field arch-
ers only tourney where each archer has 3 lives and no one is there ally.

Ship boarding

Field layout:

Two 10 metre by four metre ships side by side joined by a 6 metre long boarding plank (1.5
metres wide). The bunting we will use on the ship’s will be drop cloth, to simulate the ships
sides, so there will be areas the combatants can drop down behind. The boarding plan will

have normal ropes so anyone crossing it will be more open to attack.

Combatants: 2 archers and | armoured combatant per ship.

Combat:

Each side must get their armoured combatant onto the opposing ship. Once on the opposing
ship the fighter will be within 5 metres of each archer and the archers are therefore slain (see

black circle).

Both armoured combatants can fight each other but only on the boarding plank. They can still
be shot at by the archers.

To win requires the defeat of the opposing side’s armoured combatant while at the same
time protecting themselves and their armoured combatant from the other archers.

If both armoured combatants are slain then it is a double kill and the bout will be refought.
